	Vision: One who judges with His Word

	Commendation: Stayed faithful in difficult circumstances

	Condemnation: Engages in sinful activity and pulling others into it with you

	Warning: Battle against them and judge them with the Word

Promise: Fellowship with Him (enhanced life?) for relying on Him rather than satisfying their desires, then He will acknowledge their victorious life and will proclaim their good reputation.
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
