Three resolutions that really will change your life
MAIN: Change only takes place when we meet with God

1) Principle#1 = 2 Corinthians 3:18 “Reflecting” on God’s Word
· The word shows me God’s glory; God’s glory changes me; I can’t change me (Rom. 7:14-24; Gal. 5:16-19)
· How would the temptation of Jesus have gone w/o knowing God’s Word?
· 2 Tim. 3:16-17 – God’s inspired word
· “Doctrine” Teaches me what’s true
· “Reproof” Tells me when I’m wrong
· “Correction” Teaches me how to fix my incorrect thinking
· “Training in righteousness” Shows me how to live correctly
· Ps. 119:9. 11 “How can a young man…” “Your Word have I hid…”
· Prov. 1:1-7
· Ps. 1 – The value of meditation
· 1:1 – From casual to close relationships
· The disciple’s influence is God’s Word
· “Meditates” To study, learn, contemplate
· The results
· Like a deeply rooted tree, we prosper (Qualifications-)
· It is “in season” when the fruit comes
· We delight is in God’s law
· Meditation leads to godliness
· 2 Tim. 2:15: The importance of study
2) Principle #2 = Col. 4:2 - Staying on guard in prayer
· Ps. 116 – Calling on the name of the Lord (Rom. 10:13)
· Prov. 15:8 – Our behavior matters
· Num. 12:1f; John 15:1-8 Stay close to Jesus, it matters; value of Scripture again
· James 4:2 – You do not have because you do not ask
· 1 Thess. 5:17 – Pray without ceasing
3) Principle #3 = Gal. 2:20 – Living by Faith
· I live by faith in the Son of God
· Who loved me and died for me
· God’s love is critical to faith
Eph. 3:17 – Is Jesus at home with you? 
· Started with love
· Grow with love; the supply is endless!
· To comprehend the incomprehensible
· - Describing something that cannot be understood or grasped by the mind. 
· - Talking about a concept or idea that is too complex or abstract 
· to comprehend.


So, what do we do?
1) Take time to make time
· One person has said that “Love” is spelled “T-I-M-E.”
· 2 Tim. 2:15 - “Be diligent” = Work at it. 1 Cor. 9:24-27
2) Construct the right atmosphere
· Set up a plan in God’s Word
· What is the best time, best place, best pace?
· Discover the best ways of input; listening, memory work, and so on.
· Is a prayer list helpful? Popcorn vs. intentionality?
· God’s Word will help develop your faith Rom. 10:17
· Develop some sort of accountability:
· Schedule
· Partner
· Reminder
